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E Safety Lesson 3: Digital Footprint
Target Audience

Key Stage 3
Learning Objectives
To encourage students to think about what they post online and how they are perceived through the digital footprints they create every day of their lives.
Learning Outcomes
All students will: understand what is meant by a ‘digital footprint’ 
Most students will:  be able to identify who might wish to access and make use of their digital footprint.  

Some students will: be able to offer a number of different solutions to ensure their digital footprint remains positive

	Starter
	Display slide 2 from the PPT and ensure that students understand what they need to do.  Then display slide 3 before starting the countdown timer, set to 2 minutes.  
Ask a few students to feedback points from their discussion to the rest of the class.

	Activity 1
	Tell students to log onto teach-ict using the following link:

They should follow the instructions on the page and complete the activities as shown.
